CASE: This identifies the date of the speech given by Blair or Clinton.

BL.CL: This identifies the speaker: 1= Blair, 2=Clinton.

DEM.NON: This specifies the domain of the coded speech material: 1=democracies, 2= non-democracies.

V5 through V20: These are the raw counts of coded utterances per speech act.  See article for complete description of these categories.  V5=Self (S) +1, V6= S+2, V7=S+3, V8=S-1, V9=S-2, V10=S-3, V11=S Intransitive (I) +, V12=S I -, V13=Other (O) +1, V14-O+2, V15=O+3, V16=O-1, V17=O-2, V18=O-3, V19=O I +, V20=O I -.

The remaining variables are the actual operational code indexes as described in the article.  Instrumental indexes are labeled “I”, and range from I1 to I5.  Note that both I4 and I5 have subcategories as noted in the article.  Philosophical indexes are labeled “P”, and range from P1 to P5.  Values for all the operational code indexes are interval-level.  Some range from –1 to +1, while others range from 0 to +1 (see article for details).
