Chair’s News from ISA Governing Council Meeting & Section Chairs’ Meeting

-New section (Political Theory) and Caucus (Global South) approved;
-This year’s figures on conference: 5,400 membership (holding steady, recovered from a recession-caused dip from a couple years back); 4,984 members participated in this conference ( 1,093 panels, 133 roundtables, 35 poster panels, 4,411 papers on panels; 3,211 submitted paper proposals, 588 panel proposals).

-conference registration fee for non-members approved to increase by 25 dollars

-Wiley going to all-electronic format—no more free paper journals circulated to members (extra money goes to travel grants to conferences, editorial services); still paper copies to libraries, available to buy
-proposal to impose penalties on those who do not upload papers one week before conference; this proposal tabled, was pointed out that 60 percent of the membership fails to do this;

-in future, 2 panels given to cooperating associations at the annual meetings (60 cooperating associations)

-all sections allocated one panel for the joint ISA-BISA meeting in Scotland next summer; we need to decide if we will be interested in putting together a panel for this and contacting Volgy next summer;

-proposal to decrease number of 6 at-large ISA governing council memberships from 6 to 2 b/c ISA membership and also governing council is a lot more non-American at this point. 60% of members and reps are North American, 40% non-North American.

-sections no longer need to automatically recharter every 5 years ( we just are ours); rechartering automatically triggered if region membership falls below 250, section under 100, Caucasus uner 500 OR 10 section members petition HQ to recharter it.

-publications chair now given vote, which replaces vote of 7 journal editors on governing council.

-ISA has NGO consultative status with UN—Kimberley Marten is ISA UN rep; should contact her if interested in doing research at UN
-new ISA charter include a section on code of conduct that proscribes sexual harassmentand if

Status of the ENMISA Section – Chair’s Report
ENMISA went through rechartering early this year; materials were submitted by Former Chair Bill Ayres on January 1, 2011.

Section is doing very well; membership is up over 300 as of January 2010, for the first time ever; we are the 10th largest section in the ISA; we had 317 section members this year, this is up from 193 we had 6 years ago.
Program chairs report (Victor Asal and Matteo Fumagalli) : The chairs highly recommended that the participants submit panels, instead of individual papers.
